Oviedo, the IHI Acting Director Dr. Salim Abdulla said 

the Prince of Asturias Foundation has recognized IHI 

and the other African institutions for its contributions 

in the fight against malaria in Africa through research, 

training and services support.  Dr. Abdulla is 

accompanying the former Director of IHI, Dr. Hassan 

Mshinda who was in June 2008 appointed by 

President Jakaya Kikwete to lead the Tanzania’s 

Commission for Science and Technology 

(COSTECH) to receive the award.  

The Prince of Asturias Award for International Cooperation is usually given to organizations and individuals 

whose work is vivid testimony of a desire to know 

mankind and his environment better; who foster 

values, who are epitomes of solidarity, a nd who 

have made noteworthy contributions to the 

progress of science. 

Last year the same award went to former Vice 

President of the USA and Chairman of the Board of 

the Alliance for Climate Protection, Al Gore, for 

carrying out actions with enormous repercussions 

committed to the preservation of the environment. 

Al Gore also played a leading role in disseminating 
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the ever-growing conviction throughout the world that climate change is one of the threats that human beings 

need to address both urgently and resolutely. 

In 2006, Bill and Melinda Gates received the award for founding the exemplary organization, Bill and Melinda 

Gates Foundation. This organization is known for its generous support to end human suffering. The year 

2005 award went to French magistrate Simone Veil. Not only has she been President of the first European 

Parliament elected by universal suffrage but she has also carried out important missions within that 

Parliament. 

 

The Prince of Asturias Foundation has conferred its awards since 1981 to acknowledge scientific, technical,
